P: Lord have mercy.  

C: Christ have mercy. 
P: Lord have mercy.  

P: O Father in heaven,

C: O Maker of heaven and earth,
P: You who created us and all creatures, giving us bodies and souls, 


who still preserve us and all the living,


who provides for all our needs of this body and life


who guards and protects us from all evil

C: have mercy upon us.  
P: O Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father,

C: O Son of Man, born of the Virgin married, 

P: You who have redeemed us in Your humiliation, 


by being born under the Law, 


by living the perfect life we have not


by by sacrificing Your life to pay for the sins of our lives

     You who have freed us in Your exaltation, 


to be Your own, our lives hidden in Your life, 


to live under You in Your kingdom


to rise on the Last Day as You rose on the third day


to live in eternal joy with You and the Father and the Holy Spirit

C: Have mercy upon us. 
P: O Holy Spirit, who proceeds from the Father 

C: O Holy Spirit, who proceeds from the Son
P: O Paraclete, O Comforter and Friend


who instills first life into all within the mother’s womb and gives first breath at birth

who gathers by the Gospel all the Church 


who in the Church forgives even the penitent who has taken or hurt life


who will raise all the dead and give eternal life to all believers in Christ

C: Have mercy upon us.

P: That we would each submit ourselves to Your decision as to when and how our life should end, 

C: teach us good Lord.  
P: Lord God heavenly Father, You have not promised us a life free from trials and temptations, weakness or sickness, but have promised Your gracious presence with us in all times and places through Your Son, Jesus Christ.  Please hear us as we bring our varied thanksgivings and petitions before You.
